Haryana is one of the most economically advanced state in India.  It has a special 

importance due to its proximity with the national capital, the centre of power. Haryana Telecom 

Circle comprises of a secondary switching areas and 6 big telecom operators.  As on 31.03.2009; 

there are 8.75 lacs landlines and 98.82 lacs mobile telephones working in the circle. Out of these 

43.21 per cent of the telephones are working in the rural arrears..
